The network is made up of over 46 independent freight companies across the continent and each member has to adopt a uniform IT system which provides the ability to operate a standard track and trace facility. This means that consignments can be tracked between partner companies of the Alliance, providing a seamless service to customers. 

Speaking about the partnership, RH's Operations Director, Andrew Baxter, said: "We are delighted to form yet another European partnership with a like minded, established company, allowing us to strengthen our European network. This in turn means that our customers will benefit from receiving a top quality, efficient and cost effective service to and from the Black Forest."
